The word ‘EASTER’ above this text box, depicts 
six events that happened during Holy Week and 
Easter. They are: 

1 Palm Sunday 
Jesus rides into Jerusalem on the back of a 
donkey. The crowds cheer him, wave palm 
branches and place some of them on the road. 

2 The Last Supper 
Jesus has his last meal with the disciples. 
He washes their feet and shares a meal of 
bread and wine. Judas leaves to betray him. 

3 His Suffering 
Jesus is taken before a court where he is 
dressed in a purple robe and has a sharp crown 
of thorns placed upon his head. He is later 
taken to the place called Golgotha and nailed 
to a wooden cross. 

4 Good Friday 
Jesus dies a slow and agonising death upon the 
cross with a criminal on either side. 

5 The Tomb 
A man called Joseph of Arimathea asks for the 
body of Jesus. Another man called Nicodemus, 
helps him to wrap the body in linen scented 
with spices; and they place it in a new tomb. 

6 Easter Day 
Mary Magdelene discovers that the tomb is 
empty and rushes to tell the disciples.
